Topic: Focus on Letter Ii/ Recognition of all letters/Rhyming Words/Initial Sounds

	This Week’s Learning Goal

Introduction to the lesson
Hi Students and Parents! For this week’s lesson and activities, you will be learning about the letter Ii, recognizing all letters, reviewing rhyming words and initial (beginning/first) sound.

Lesson objectives

· Name and identify the letter Aa, Mm, Ss, Ee, Rr, Dd, Ff, and Ii.

· Say the sounds of the letters Aa, Mm, Ss, Ee, Rr, Dd, Ff, and Ii.

· Write uppercase and lowercase Aa, Mm, Ss, Ee, Rr, Dd, Ff, and Ii.

· Copy and complete journal writing  

· Identify rhyming words

· Recognize and name all upper and lower case letters (Aa-Zz)

· Say initial sound in the beginning of a word.



	Lesson Activities

Everyday Activity (Monday-Friday): 

1. Identifying Letters: Have your child recognize and name all upper (Capital) - and lowercase letters of the alphabet (Aa-Zz) daily.

2. Letter Sounds: Practice saying all the letter sounds (Aa-Zz).

3. Beginning Sounds: Say a three letter word to your child. Have your child tell you the sound they hear at the beginning of the word you say. 

               For example: 

Parent- “I will tell you a word, you will tell me the sound you hear at the beginning of the               word I say.” Sit”, what sound do you hear in the beginning of the word “sit.”

           Child response- /s/.

4. Rhyming Words: Rhyming words are words that sounds the same at the end. Have your child review rhyming words.

*Reminder:  Please have your child write their names on all their worksheets. Thank you!

For this lesson, you will be completing worksheets about the letter Ii.

Worksheet 1: Practicing Writing: Ii (Upper and Lowercase): Practice writing the letter Ii by tracing the dotted lines correctly. When done tracing, write the letter independently on the lines provided.

Worksheet 2: Beginning Sounds: Color the pictures that begin with the /i/ sound.

Worksheet 3: Letter Hunt: Color the ice cream that have the letter Ii on them.

Worksheet 4: Letter Sorting: Cut the uppercase (I) and lowercase (i) at the side of the worksheet. Sort the letters into the matching uppercase and lowercase boxes on the trucks.

Worksheet 5: Beginning Sounds: Say the name of each picture in the school house. Write the missing beginning letter. Color the pictures.

Note: Your child will be given a journal specifically for ELA for them to complete their daily journal writings. Your child will copy the following journal entries into their ELA journals.

If your child is unable to copy the journal entries independently you may write the entries onto their journals with a highlighter and your child should trace the highlighted parts. 	Assignment

Game: Pillowcase relay

Materials: 

1. pillow case 

2. Markers (shoe, sock, etc)

Instructions:

· Place the starting and ending markers on the ground and at least 10 feet away from the other. 

· Participants will run to the sack (pillow case), put both feet in and begin hopping toward the finish line (marker).

· You must keep both feet in sack and at least one hand on the pillowcase at all times.

· The pillowcase must remain as close to the waist as possible and should not fall below the knees.

· Have your child go back and forth as many times as they can.

· You may have more than one player and the first racer to the finish line wins.
